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SPORT COMPLEX OFFIGIALLY OPENED

Blouberg Local Municipality Mayor, Her Worship Clir Maria
Thamaga on October 30, 2023 officially opened the much
awaited multi-use state-of-the-art sport facility for young
people in Blouberg.

Mayor Thamaga indicated that the sport facility will address
the lack of activities and sporting opportunities for young
people of Blouberg and support the Council’'s ambitions for
sport development. The Council took a resolution to construct
this facility after identifying lack of places and good quality
facilities for the children to engage in youth activities, stay
active, and participate in sport.
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"The opening of this facility reaffirms the Council’'s
commitment to using our assets to invest in the community
and utilising sport to bring about positive change for young
people.

The municipality will work closely with community partners in
sport and recreation to ensure we use sport and physical
activity to support young people's personal and social
development, as well as their physical and mental health and
wellbeing".

The project was constructed in five(5) stages and comprises
a soccer field with artificial grass, netball court, tennis court,
volleyball ball court, athletic tracks, gymnasium, boxing
building and offices.

The Mayor thanked all the teams that were involved including
councillors, officials and contractors in helping to bring this
fantastic facility to fruition.

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MAYOR THAMAGA HANDS OVER
SITES FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF

MOCHEMI AND LETHALENG
T0 PICKUM ACGESS ROADS

The freezing weather of July 12 couldn't stop the residents of
Mochemi, Lethaleng and Pickum villages to join Her Worship
the Mayor of Blouberg Local Municipality, Clir Maria Thamaga
when she handed over two access roads projects. The
Council has, in this financial year, 2023/24 set aside budget for
the construction of Mochemi Access Road in Ward 14 and
Lethaleng-Pickum Access Road in Ward 11.This comes after
concerns were raised by the community members, that
children are unable to access schools during rainy seasons
and that in cases of amergency ambulances are unable
access the areas among other challenges.

The Mayor conducted sod-turning ceremonies marking the
official commencement of the construction of the two projects
and also introduced the consulting engineers and contractors
to the community.

Scores of Mochemi residents converged at Mphateng Tree ,
while Lethaleng and Pickum residents gathered at
Mankgakgatla Secondary School to welcome their projects.
The Mochemi Access Road project has been budgeted for
R29.9 million and will cover 4.5 kilometers of road with
construction works scheduled to run for a duration of eight
(08)months.

Meanwhile, the 6 kilometers Lethaleng to Pickum Access
Road project will cost the municipality R42.6m to construct
with a twelve(12) months construction schedule.

Mayor Thamaga breaks ground, marking the commencement of the
construction of Mochemi Access Road.
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Peggy Ramafemo from Pickum said she is happy that the
municipality has heard their plight and was able to bring the
road project in their area” I'm happy that our access road is
going to be upgraded. Our children will be able to go to school
during rainy season without any challenges like it was the
case previously, | am also happy that the project is coming
with job opportunities for us”.

On behalf of Kgoshi Maleboho, Mr Dan Leboho, welcomed
both projects, indicating that they are happy as the traditional
authority about development the municipality is bringing to the
community which comes with temporary job opportunities. He
further called on the communities to coorperate with the
contractors and whenever there are challenges engage the
ward councillor instead of resorting to protest actions which
may delay the completion of the projects.

Mayor Thamaga indicated that the municipality is deliverying
services to communities as mandated. The Mayor further
indicated that, she is pleased the projects will bring relief to
some families without income as temporary employment will
be created.

"Our communities have been complaining about bad roads
and the Council of Blouberg has set aside the budget to
address those challenges. Your Ward Councillor, the late Clir
Hlengani Baloyi called us here(Lethaleng and Pickum) to see
for ourselves the challenges children and residents go
through during rainy seasons. Children couldn't go to school,
ambulances couldn't access the areas, it is also difficult for
them to bury their loved one hence the Council took the
decision to implement the projects. Our Ward Councillor is no
more and | want to assure you that we can't change the
decision and take away the project from you. We are also
happy that, the municipality has done wonders in terms of
Municipal Infrastructure Grant (MIG) spending thus, receiving
additional funding to carry other service delivery projects”.

Mayor Thamaga further called on members of the community
to refrain from organizing protest marches as that will delay
the completion of the projects and delivery of services in
general.

The Mayor was accompanied by members of the Executive
Committee(EXCQO), councillors and the Municipal Manager.

Research shows that children who participate in quality Early
Childhood Development (ECD) programme from an early age
are more ready to learn when they begin school and are less
likely to repeat grades or drop out of school.

To date , the Blouberg Local Municipality has built over
fourty(40) early childhood development centres to ensure
good foundation for the rural Blouberg children.

Jubilation was the order of the day on November 15th at
Dantzig Village, Ward 09 when the Mayor, Her Worship Clir
Maria Thamaga unveiled the plague marking the official
opening of the newly built state-of-the art Dantzig Creche
project .

On August 18, the Mayor officially handed over the
completed state-of-the-art Kgobuki Pre-School project to the
community of Dithabaneng in Ward 03.

Parents and community members gathered to witness the
handing over of their children's new play and educational
area.

Mayor Thamaga indicated that education is a societal matter
and on that note, the municipality had to step in and play its
part in ensuring that blouberg children gets good start in
education. The young children at this village were previously
housed under unsuitable structure without adequate
resources and not conducive for teaching and learning.

"Blouberg Local Municipality is proud to have set aside budget
to ensure that children at Dantzig and Dithabaneng Villages
are equipped with a quality foundation phase education to
ensure that they have a chance of better life".
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The two creche projects are fully functional; with running
water, classrooms, playrooms and teachers office with
furniture, fully equipped kitchen, playground with jungle gym
as well as educational toys to unlock their minds and
opportune them to engage in various educational and social
activities . The Mayor also donated a laptop computer to
Dantzig creche to assist with administration work.

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The Capricorn District Municipality on August 18 launched the
water supply projecis to benefit communities of Blouberg
Local Municipality. The Acting Mayor on the day, Clir Dan
Mosena, welcomed two(2) water supply projects from the
Capricorn District Municipality(CDM) to benefit the
communities of Mohlabeng wa Malokela and Silvermine.The
Malokela Bognafarm water supply project which will cost the
district municipality over R24m commenced on August 25 and
is expected to be completed and supply water to the
community by February 25, 2024. Twenty-five(25)jobs have
been created.

SCOPE OF WORK | Equipping and electrification of three
boreholes. Construction of approximately 11,700m of uPVC
pipelines which consists of the bulk water supply and
reticulation with different diameters. Installation of ninety
standpipes. Installation of a new 150,00kl elevated steel tank.
Installation of 100,00kl grounded stacked steel tank.
Installation of water treatment package plant.

Construction of approximately 1,500m of uPVC pipelines
which consists of the bulk water supply and reticulation with
different diameters. Installation of ten standpipes. Installation
of a new 150,00k| elevated steel tank. Fencing of boreholes
and storage facilities with palisade steel fence.

The project created ten(10) temporary job opportunities to
locals.
