HIGHLIGHTS | STATE OF THE
MUNICIPALITY ADDRESS 2024

As Council, we are mandated to consult our communities on
the Intergated Development Plan IDP/Budget through public
participation meetings, as guided by Section 25 of the
Municipal Systems act of 2000, and section 22 of Municipal
Financial Management Act of 2003. The Draft IDP/Budget
2024/2025 Public Consultation meetings were successfully
held in April 2024. All stakeholders made their inputs and
comments and responded positively towards the Draft
IDP/Budget 2024/2025.

We are pleased to have secured the top spot in Governance
Performance Index South Africa 2024 as conducted by Good
Governance Africa(GGA). We are a number one rural
municipality, the best performing municipality in country in
terms of service delivery. All our hard work and efforts in
serving our communities are not in vein. We are being noticed.

Electrification

1. In the past financial year we have electrified the following
extensions; Lekgwara (40 households), Alldays Township (20
households) and Witten (625 households).

In this current financial year (2023-24) contractors are busy
with the following electrification projects Construction of
Senwabarwana Substation Phase 2, Construction of
Senwabarwana Substation Phase 3, Electrification of Mongalo
(50),Mochemi (25)and Sweethome (70), electrification of
Bayswater(30)and Swartz (45) and electrification of Alldays
(60)and Simpson (25)

Roads and Stormwater Management

We want better roads for our communities and we will spare no
effort to realize that. We have over the past year completed the
following internal streets projects: Senwabarwana Internal
Streets Phase 11 A& B (5km), Alldays Internal Street Phase 2
(4km)

This financial year 2023-24 the contractor are busy with the
the Re-graveling of Sefihlampsyana Access Road and storm
water control (6.0km) PROJECT COMPLETED, Construction
of Mochemi Access Road and Internal streets (4.4km) THE
PROJECT IN PROGRESS, Construction of Lethaleng to
Pickum Access Road (6.2km) THE PROJECT IS IN
PROGRESS, Rehabilitation of Senwabarwana D1200 main
road and internal street (5km), Rehabilitation of Alldays
internal streets (5km), Regravelling of Ga-Kgatla to My-Darling
Access road (4km) THE PROJECT IS IN PROGRESS.

In the next financial year 2024-25 the following internal streets
have been approved for construction: Construction of
Lethaleng to Pickum Access Road (6.2km), Rehabilitation of
Senwabarwana D1200 main road and internal street (5km),
Rehabilitation of Alldays internal streets (5km), Regravelling of
Ga-Kgatla to My-Darling Access road (4km), construction of
Kobe internal streets and stormwater control, construction of
Kwarung internal streets and stormwater control and the
construction of Access road from Bosehla to Thalane access
road.

Sport Facilities and Halls
We have completed and handed over Senwabarwana and
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Clir Maria Thamaga | Mayor

Pinkie Sebotse sport compexes for use. and it has brought the
difference in Senwabarwana, Pinkie Sebotse and Blouberg at
large.

Housing

Through the assistance of the Department of Coorporative
Governance, Human Settlement and Traditional
Affairs(CoGHSTA) our communities continue to benefit from
housing programmes. Last year financial year 491 RDP houses
were built and in the next two years 250 RDP houses will be
allocated to our communities.

Water and Sanitation

Water and sanitation is the function of Capricorn District
Municipality. We appreciate the efforts put by CDM to ensure that
our communities have water. The following projects are currently
funded by CDM: Grootpan,Sias,Longdon and Ramaswikana
Water Supply, Kromhoek,Devrede, Taaibosch New stand water
supply, Rosenkranz Water Supply, Bosehla water supply,
Thaalane Water Supply, Inveraan Water Supply

and Sanitation of 515 Households.

Waste Management and Environment

We are currently collecting waste in Senwabarwana and
Alldays towns and 13 villages. We have procured 300 wheelie
bins to be provided to customers in Senwabarwana and
Alldays. We request our communities to take care of these
bins and use them properly. Let us not throw waste around
them. Let us not burn waste inside these bins.

Local Economic Development

As the Municipality we have a responsibility to create an enabling
environment for local economic development.

Annually we provide support to local economic development
projects through the LED grant. Last financial year 2022-23 we
assisted three projects,This financial year 2023-24 we have
assisted Kibi Potato Farming, Ramalahla Organic Farming and
Moshabi Organic Farming

Construction of Senwabarwana Shopping Mall

The first phase of the mall, has officially opened.The first
phase entails a filling station and drive through restaurants.
The second phase will begin in June 2024. We hope the
completion of the mall will bring much relief to our communities
and provide business and job opportunities.
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When taking office in 2021, Blouberg Local Municipality
Mayor, Her Worship Clir Maria Thamaga indicated that, the
ultimate goal of the Council is to achieve better audit outcomes
and have a clean administration that will be able to effectively
deliver services to communities. That, was not far-fetched. In
March 2024, the municipality was ranked the number one rural
municipality in service delivery and good governance in
general in Government Perfomance Index (GPI) conducted by
Good Governance Africa (GGA)

The GPI 2024, which assesses South Africa's local
municipalities, cities and district municipalities based on five
key governance indicators, bestowed Blouberg prestigious
top ranking among the sixty-one country's mostly rural local
municipalities(Category B4 ).

In 2024, all South African municipalities were evaluated
according to four categories namely; Administration and
Governance, Leadership and Governance, Planning and
Monitoring as well as Service Delivery. Service Delivery was
weighted most due to the importance that the constitution and
associated legislative frameworks stress on the role which
local government has in terms of distributing core services to
households.

GGA exists in Africa with the aim to improve governance
performance across the African continent.

In welcoming the ranking status, Mayor Thamaga credited the
council and management for working tirelessly to ensure that
Blouberg Local Municipality excel when coming to clean
governance. Mayor Thamaga further indicated that, the
municipality will continue to strive for good financial
governance whilst delivering sustainable services to
communities.

" The recognition, the number 1 spot reaffirms our commitment
to good governance and delivery of sustainable services. We
thank the GGA for recognizing our efforts.

The GGA sourced its ranking data from Auditor General
Municipal Finance Management Act (MFMA) reports
2021/2022, National Treasury Municipal Money Database,
Financial Census of Municipalities (Quarter 3, 2023), Census
2022 and Community Survey 2016 among other references.

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Six hundred and twenty-five(625) households at Witten
Extension 10 are now connected to the national electricity
grid through Blouberg Local Municipality electrification
programme. This follows the official switching on of their
completed electrification project by the Mayor, Clir Maria
Thamaga.

The residents had the joy of switching on electricity for the first
time, thanks to the municipality's focused programme to light
out darkness in the extensions. Mayor Thamaga indicated
that, the municipality is responding to requests made by
community members during the Integrated Development
Plan(IDP)public consultations. R10.6million was approved by
the Council to fund the project for 2022/23 financial year.

The project was launched on November 28, 2022 and was
scheduled for twelve (months), however; it could not be
concluded on time due to capacity shortages.

“I'm happy that we were able to pay Eskom to increase the
capacity for us to complete this project. | would like to thank
you, the residents of Witten for your patience whilst we were
resolving the matter. Now, you will join the rest of the village in
enjoying the basic services that Blouberg Local Municipality
has been dishing out to communities. It gives me pleasure
seeing our people reap the fruits of democracy from our
government. We are here to light out the darkness and ensure
that the lives of our people are changed for the better.

Mayor Thamaga also called on community members to buy
electricity and refrain from meter by passing as those who will
be found at fault risk their electricity disconnected and face a
hefty fine of R10 000.

Blouberg Local Municipality holds a licence to electrify its
households. 100% of the settlements have been electrified
by the municipality and Eskom respectively. The symbolic
switch-on took place at Matema household where the
Mayor accompanied by the Whip of Council, Cllr Johanna
Rangata switched-on the lights and donated start-up
electrical appliances.

The Matema family thanked the Mayor for choosing their
household for the official switch-on."Thank you so much,
Mayor for choosing us. Thank you for the gifts and continue to
do good unto others”

The Mayor extended her gratitude to the project steering
committee, ward committees and the Ward Councilor for
ensuring that the project runs moothly until the end.

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MAYOR MARIA THAMAGA OFFICIALLY
OPENS ALLDAYS INTERNAL STREETS

The remaining dusty streets of Alldays Extension
2 and 3 have been upgraded from gravel to
paving. Blouberg Local Municipality Mayor, Her
Worship Clir Maria Thamaga on May 22, officiated
the cutting of ribbon ceremony, activating the
completed Alldays internal streets and stormwater
control Phase 2 project.

The 30.4 million rand internal roads project which
employed fifty-seven(57) locals involved the
upgrading of internal gravel streets to paving.
This is a Municipal Infrastructure Grant (MIG)
funded project and forms part of the District
Development Model (DDM) catalyst projects. The
construction covered 4kilometers of road.

The project commenced on November 30, 2022
and construction works were completed by
September 21, 2023. During |DP/budget public
consultative meetings community members
requested tarred internal streets among other
service delivery projects. The Council has
approved the budget to cater for the upgrading of
Alldays township streets. Mayor Thamaga
indicated that, the municipality is deliverying
services to communities as mandated. Residents
of Alldays, | want to let you know that, the
governmentloves and care for you. Not so long

ago | was here to officially switch-on your electricity, today, I'm here opening your internal streets project. Soon I'll be bringing the
contractor to remove the old and dilapidated internal streets and construct the new ones".

The Mayor expressed her satisfaction with the end product and indicated that the municipality is aware of the service delivery
challenges faced by residents such as land and water shortages. On water, Mayor informed residents that, the source of the
problem has been identified and the Capricorn District Municipality is on site working around the clock to fix it. On land issue the the

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The Kgatla village access road in Ward 06 that gets
flooded during rainy seasons, denying residents
movement in and out of the village is getting a fix. Blouberg
Local Municipality Mayor, Her Worship Clir Maria
Thamaga has performed a sod-turning and introduced the
contractor for Ga-Kgatla Access Road project to the
community. The regravelling and stormwater water control
project of the 4km road commenced in May and will be
completed within four (4) months.

Mayor Thamaga indicated that the Kgatla project will be
implemented as part of disaster relief programme."We are
happy that we are able to assist the residents of Ga-
Kgatla. We have received many calls from community
members during rainy seasons indicated that children are
unable to go to school, service providers are unable to
access the area to delivery food for our learners as well as
emergency vehicles not able to assist our patients in times
of need.” Fifteen(15) temporary jobs for locals will be
created.

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The Blouberg Local Municipality has received two recognition
awards from the South African Local Government Association
(SALGA).

1. 100% Expenditure on Municipal Infrastructure Grant -
(MIG)Spending and
2. For Receiving Additional MIG Allocation.

Mayor Thamaga welcomed the awards and credited council and
the management for putting in extra work to ensure that the public
money is spent as it should be. She further indicated that, the
municipality will continue strive for good governance. The Mayor
was accompanied by Corporate Services Director, Mr Robert
Mdaka and Community Services Director, Mr Potedi Mphateng.
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Cynthia Lamola from Rosenkrantz Village whose
household is one of the 300 that got yard-connected tap
extended her gratitude to Capricorn District Municipality
for resolving their water problems. * Water was a serious
challenge for us, but not anymore. We have water in our
yard now and I'm very happy".

On March 15, 2024, the Member of Mayoral
Committee(MMC) for Corporate Services ,Cllr Sammy
Selamolela on behalf of the Executive Mayor, Clir
Mamedupi Teffo, handed over a completed water
project to the community of Rosenkrantz in Ward 21.

The project launched by Clir Selamolela in November
2022 cost the municipality R42, 7m. The scope of work
included the construction of 30700m water pipeline,

equiping and electrification of two boreholes. Installation
of water treatment package plant,installation of two steel
tanks, instalation of booster pump and 300 yard
connection as well as the fencing of borehole and

storage facilities. i
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Acting Executive Mayor Selamolela thanked the Lamola traditional
authority and the community of Rosenkrantz for working well with the
contractor ensuring that the project runs smoothly without hindrance.
He further called on communities to take care of the project and refrain
from installing pressure pumps and tanks as that will hamper the
capacity to supply the entire community.

"Our responsibility is to bring services and development to
communities, the communities have the responsibility to ensure that the
projects are well taken care of. We thank the moshate, community,
steering committee and the contractor for working together until the end.
We thank the consulting engineers and contractors for the job well done.
Water is a precious resource , and you as a community should take care
of itand not abuse it".

Blouberg Local Municipality Technical Services Chairperson and Acting
Mayor on the day, Clir Agnes Raseruthe extended her gratitude to
Executive Mayor Teffo for the hard work and implementation of water
projects in Blouberg ensuring that water challenges in communities are
resolved.
