
MAYOR MEETS AUDIT COMMITTEE, CALLS FOR STRENGTHENED INTERNAL CONTROLS TO ENSURE 
SOUND FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT  
 
The Political Management Team (PMT) of the Blouberg Local Municipality led by the Mayor, Cllr 
Maria Thamaga, met the new municipal Audit Committee during its strategic session held on 
December 13, 2021 
 
The committee's role includes among others; provide oversight and advice to Council, management 
of the municipality on matters including; the review of the Annual Financial Statements of the 
municipality, audit processes, municipal system and internal controls and provide the Council with 
credible view of the financial position of the municipality including its efficiency, effectiveness and its 
overall level of compliance with applicable laws and regulations. 
 
The Blouberg Local Municipality has been working tirelessly and has provided communities with 
reassurance that their money is put to good use and spent as it should thus achieving the unqualified 
audit outcome for the financial year 2019/20 and an award for its 100% Municipal Infrastructure 
Grant (MIG) spending for the same financial year.  
 
Delivering the keynote address, Mayor Thamaga, firstly, welcomed the new committee chaired by 
Mr Dan Poopedi. The Mayor indicated that; the polical leadership, rely on the expertise and advices 
of the Audit Committee on how they can improve the organizational management of the 
municipality, and thanked the outgone committee for its sterling work.
