To women, girls whenever you experience violence or any form of abuse from men, please report it to
the police, do not say he will change, get the protection order, do not wait until it's too late. | have
received several calls throughout the week; gender based violence related incidents whereby women
are being killed. What saddens me the most is that, these evil acts occurred when the nation and
international communities are commemorating the 16 Days of Activism For No Violence Against Women
and Children.

Mayor Thamaga further called on men to protect women instead of killing them.

"The scourge of gender-based violence and femicide is violating the rights of women and girls robbing
them from feeling safe and realizing their human potential. The abuse, rape and killing of women and
girls is getting out of hand.

We are calling out to every man in this municipality, in this country to stand up and fight this GBVF
pandemic"

The Mayor was joined by Acting Municipal Manager, Mr Refilwe Ramothwala.

Mojela will be laid to rest on Saturday, December 4, 2021.
